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Internet access is expanding very rapidly across the world and
offers a valuable new tool to reach those in need either directly
In 2008

or through missions and charities working overseas.
Aid for Trade has focussed on
developing a free website resource to
assist poverty reduction through job
creation in microscale enterprises.

Our research of poor rural communities,
mission field workers and church leaders in
developing countries confirmed the need anc
potential value of this new resource.

We have not yet formally introduced this
initiative to UK Mission and Christian charity
agencies as there is much still to be added to
the website. However we have already received interested enquiries from
Christian groups and individuals in sixteen countries, seeking help to develop
new microbusinesses and several new projects are being planned.

Meanwhile our partners in Northern Albania have continued their job
creation work with herb cultivation now employing 60 seasonal workers,
Home based honey and cheese production have been successfully
introduced and a donation of reconditioned sewing machines is helping
three village women develop lavender based products.

Aid for Trade Family Projects

We have established a total of 27 family income generating projects based on
donors contributing £250, which enables a very poor family to receive the
materials they need to produce crops or products for sale, initially on a loan
basis. Due to the closure of our Romanian partner organization we no longer
have access to progress of Romanian projects, but in the first two years progre
was very good, with average income generated between £100 and £200.
Family projects in Albania continue to be monitored and income has averaged
£220. Where possible the loans are being repaid to help other families.
