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PROGRESS AND CHANGE

Good progress continued to be made in income generation with our partners in
Northern Albania. The challenge in 2007 was to establish a future direction for
Aid for Trade which would be cost effective and manageable, build on our
work experience in Romania and Albania and which could enable us to help
many more people begin to generate their own income from trading or by
starting a Omicrod business.

Our research, a special conference and meetings with several large mission agencies led to
definition of a new vision for Aid for Trade:

To assist Christian mission and charity workers in serving the poor in developing
countries, through a comprehensive internet resource for high integrity income
generation and job creation.

There are many thousands of mission and charity workers in developing countries most
working with poor communities. If we could encourage and enable these workers to help
start new microenterprises for income generation and job creation a significant contribution
to poverty reduction might be made.

This is an exciting and unique development to provide free global
access via a new website to offer:

x Enterprise and start up training modules

x A wide portfolio of small business opportunities

X A code of good practice for high integrity business
X Access to loan funding

X Mentoring and market support

AID for TRADE PARTNERSHIPS

Most of the 30 families helped, by individual and group
donations to start a home based income generating
project in Romania and Albania have been able to con-
tinue to generate income from a variety of trading
activities.

A very dry summer gave poor crop yieldshe average
family income generated by these projects in Albania was
about £120.

This is the third year and some families are planning to
pay back the loans provided, to help other families. In
Romania, due to closure of the supporting partner charity
loans returned will be donated to the Day Centre which
Link Romania is supporting.
